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Leader: Dear God, we assemble with all your
creatures in this circle of life and join in
celebration with You of all creation.

Congregation: We ask for Your blessing, your
shalom, on the creatures present here that we
love and on all creatures celebrating in the wild.
Shalom, Shalom, Shalom, May Your blessings
come.

Leader: We gather this afternoon, as we begin
to read about Noah and the flood and the
saving of the animals on the ark. We recognize
the bond between human and animal is not a
mere coincidence, but a deep connection that
stretches back to creation.

Congregation: As the prophet Hosea
declares: "l will make a covenant for them with
the animals of the field, the birds of the air, and
the creeping things of the ground; | also will
banish the bow and sword, and war from the
land" (Hosea 2:20).

Leader: All robins, wrens, and singing birds.

Leader: Every animal in the sky, the sea, and
the forest.

Congregation: For all of these, we thank you
God.



Leader: Kadosh, Kadosh, Kadosh. Holy, Holy,
Holy, the whole world is full of God’s glory.

On the fifth and sixth days of creation,
You called forth fish in the sea,

birds in the air and animals on the land.

Leader: God said, “See, | give you every seed-
bearing plant that is upon all the earth, and
every tree that has seed-bearing fruit; they shall
be yours for food. And to all the animals on
land, to all the birds of the sky, and to
everything that creeps on earth, in which there
is the breath of life, | give all the green plants for
food.”

Congregation: Selection of Psalm 104
