SENIOR GIFT BAG DELIVERIES

Andy Rosen suggested this idea back before the High Holidays, as a way to help our seniors
feel remembered, and not forgotten. It takes so little effort on our part and brings so much joy
to them.

This is a joint venture between Men’s Club and Sisterhood. 8 to 10 Men’s Club & Sisterhood
volunteers delivered 55 gift bags in September, for the High Holidays and 90 gift bags on
December 6, for Hanukkah.

The goal is to deliver gift bags to any senior over 80 years of age and/or living in a facility.
According to Andy, delivering these gift bags personally is a nice opportunity to see some
members of our shul that we either may have never met or just haven’t seen in a long time.
There are two options for delivering the gift bags: the driver calls ahead to notify the recipient
of the delivery, or just shows up, wanting it to be a surprise. In either case, the seniors really
do appreciate it.

The bags are simple in content, but the meaning is significant. For Hanukkah, the bags
contained a puzzle book, some gelt, a dreidel, some cookies and a couple of small pastries.
We also include a letter from the Rabbi or Cantor and a small note from Men’s
Club/Sisterhood.

The plan is to attempt to do this mitzvah 3 or 4 times per year, the next time being for Purim.
